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Maths Week 4

Weekly focus: Multiplication x3,x6,x9

Success criteria

* I can build up and record the 3 and 6 times-tables in several different ways
* T can generate the 6 times-tables by doubling the 3 times-table
* I can build up and record the 9 times-tables in several different ways

Key learning points:
1. Ask your child to look out for the pattern when learning the 9x tables : the tens value
increases by 1 while the units decrease by 1

Draw up a table of the multiples of 3, 6 and 9 together as shown. Complete the table - do
you notice any patterns?

Stress that the 9s are the result of adding the 3s and the 6s. We have two ways of finding out
the 9 times-table - we can work backwards from the 10s, or forwards from the 3s.

Worksheets to complete: PPM 113, PPM 114, PPM 115, PPM 116

As our focus this week is on the x9 fimes tables, teach your child the “tricky” way to multiply by nine
using this fun model. For example, if the problem is 9 x 6, they count six fingers from the left and
put the sixth finger down. The answer is shown on their fingers! The number of fingers to the left of
the finger that is down is the number of tens and the number of fingers to the right of the finger
that is down is the number of ones. So the answer is 54
